Our Sympathies are Extended to… the family of Allen Routt.  Allen died on the 

30
th
 of April and his graveside service was held on Thursday, May 5

th
.  James Allen Routt 

lived a full life – born in Springfield in 1919 to James and Nettie Routt, he graduated from 

high school in Springfield and went on to receive a degree in business from SMS.  He even 

edited the college yearbook his senior year.  In 1946 he married the love of his life, Anne 

Squires and became a member of her sprawling family.   

 

Allen served in World War II and after the war worked for the Arthur Anderson Accounting 

Firm in Kansas City.  He returned to his hometown of Springfield in 1949 to open his own 

firm here and sold the firm when he retired thirty years later.  He was active in the 

community and became an avid golfer, playing his favorite game for over 50 years.  

 

Allen loved National Avenue:  he and his wife Anne were charter members; Allen served as 

secretary and treasurer for many years; he was honored by being made a Lifetime Elder; 

and through the years, Allen invested not only his money, but his time and his many gifts and talents in service to the 

church.  He cared deeply for this church through the years, even right up to the time of his death, and so his family has 

chosen to honor him by asking individuals to make contributions to the Outreach Foundation at National Avenue 

Christian Church.     

 

Allen is survived by his loving wife, Anne, his daughter Katy Anne and her husband Sid, his grandchildren, Melissa and 

her husband Chad, and Allen and his wife Beverly and his great-grandchildren, Rebekah and Joshua.
